DOCTRINAL CORNER
 
Can an Eastern Catholic or an Orthodox child receive 
First Holy Communion? 

 
First Holy Communion is usually the first celebration of the 
Holy Eucharist.  Because baptised children from these 
ecclesial communities normally received First Communion 
along with Baptism and Confirmation, these children do not 
usually celebrate First Holy Communion again.  Orthodox 
children are usually not presented for First Communion 
even if they are enrolled in Catholic schools. 
 
Speak to your pastor about your particular situation, 
especially if the child has a Roman Catholic parent or if the 
parents would like to be received into the Catholi Church.
