Must we give our child the name of a saint to be 
baptized? 
 
A baptismal name that is offensive to Christians is not  
permitted: a saint’s name is encouraged, but not necessary. 
 
Does my Parish Church keep a record of my Baptism? 
 
Yes.  The basic entry includes: name; date and place of birth 
of the baptized; minister of the sacrament; parents (including 
mother’s maiden names); godparent(s), and Christian witness
(if any); date and place of the conferred baptism 
(Code of Canon Law, c. 877).
