From Father Mark:  In the 14th Century hymn that 
is ours under the title “Jesus Christ is Ris’n Today” 
the words draw us to the understanding that it is 
our day of triumph, our day of holiness, our day of 
victory and our day of understanding that these 
past days of Triduum lead us with one word:
