CR CORNER

The Prophet Isaiah is a key figure in our
readings throughout the season of Advent. His
role as prophet to the chosen people
throughout salvation history came at a time
where their hope in a Messiah was waning.
They had hoped that he would come and restore their
prosperity after losing land, possessions, the temple and
family to the invasion of the Assyrian empire. The prophet
Isaiah had the task of continuing to preach the message of
HOPE in a God that would be with them and restore all
things in Jesus. His powerful image in the first reading of
the “wolf shall live with the lamb and the leopard lie down
with the kid, the bear shall graze with the cow” was his
dream of a world where all live in peace and harmony with
each other.

This dream was a far-fetched reality back then and it
appears shared by many today. Wars, homelessness,
poverty, persecution and discrimination continue to exist
today. It is easy for us to lose hope in a loving, caring God
when we keep praying for peace to no avail. However, the
Advent season continues to call us to conversion in our
hearts through prayer, penance and acts of loving service
to others. John the Baptist in the gospel proclaims that we
“prepare the way of the Lord. Make straight his paths!” Are
we preparing our hearts through these acts so that the
path to our hearts are clear for Christ’s grace to enter?
When Christ’s love, forgiveness and peace take root in our
hearts and shared with others, THAT is where peace in our
world can be a reality that Isaiah dreamed centuries ago.
