CR CORNER
Offering Mercy and Hope Make Christ our King

This week there has been a tsunami of activity
at St. Mary's. So many people suffering, giving,
learning, problem solving and caring. The
number of "thank you's" and acts of kindness has been
overwhelming. One that stood out for me came from a
high school student who said with a depth unusual for
someone his age: "Thank you for caring. | was homeless
once and nobody gave a @#5$% about me. But you do!"

This solemnity of Christ the King uses a gospel reading that
recalls a time when Jesus was in great pain. Physically and
emotionally because of the intense rejection he must have
experienced as he hung upon the cross. Remarkably, In
that moment he chooses to care. He looked at the
repentant thief and offered him mercy when no-one else
would. And with the words "today you will be with me in
paradise" he also offered him hope.

This is precisely what makes Christ our King. When down
and out he reveals to us what he is made of. Love. And
love in it's brokenness bleeds mercy and offers hope. |
know we don't always do this ourselves but we can be
empowered to extend mercy and offer hope if we dare to
be more like our King. Embracing the brokenness with all
experience. And in it finding a source of hope that
darkness cannot overcome. Ever. May our King continue
to lead us as we embrace our own brokenness and open
our eyes to the suffering on our doorstep. And may he
continue to bring out the best of who we are as we seek to
offer mercy and hope to those who turn to us for help.
