CR CORNER 
Often Christians are criticized because there is 
a gap between what we believe and how we 
operate or there is a gap between what we 
say and what we do.  Unfortunately, that 
criticism is absolutely true.  In all Christians 

there is a gap between what we believe and how that 
translates into our praxis, i.e., a gap between who we are 
called to be and who we actually are. 
 

In today’s Gospel Jesus make the identification between 
our love for God and our love for our neighbour.  They are 
indeed not two different things but two sides of a coin.  
One cannot exist without the other.  In the 1st Letter of 
John, 4:20, the point is made even stronger:  “Those who 
say, “I love God,” and hate their brothers or sisters, are 
liars; for those who do not love a brother or sister whom 
they have seen, cannot love God whom they have not 
seen.”  
 

Every Christian would say that he or she loves God but 
many of us bear anger, or hatred or resentment of 
judgement towards one of our sisters or brothers in Christ.  
Jesus calls us to the greater and the world challenges us to 
be people of integrity.  If we say we love God then we need 
to express that love for God with love for all of God’s 
children.  This is not optional.  It is at the very heart of who 
we are called to be and do as Christians. 
 

Jesus remakes the point in Matthew 25 with the parable of 
the sheep and the goats.  When to the sheep on his right 
he says:  “Truly, I tell you, just as you did it to one of the 
least of these who are members of my family, you did it to 
me.”  Then he says to the goats on his left:  “Truly I tell you, 
just as you did not do it to one of the least of these, you did 
not do it to me.”  If we are wise disciples we will not use 
the gap as a battering ram upon ourselves but rather use it 
as the impetus to grow as more authentic disciples.  Always 
realizing that the Christian journey is not about arriving at 
perfection in this life but about being on the road towards 
it.

With nearly 120 parishes in the Diocese, it will be more 
effective to break up the campaign into smaller pieces over 
time, to give each Parish as much support and direction as 
possible from the Diocese and the Parishes’ consultant, the 
Steier Group. It also provides options as parishes are assigned 
to waves. For some Parishes, conducting the campaign in an 
early wave will allow them to get started on needed projects. 
Other Parishes will need more time to weigh what projects 
need to be a priority and to prepare for the campaign.
