The Epiphany- A Cultural Connection

JESUS BROUGHT THE GOOD NEWS OF

SLAVATION TO PEOPLE OF ALL RACES!
The Wise Men from another culture, who came to
offer Jesus gifts for a royal messiah, symbolize
that Jesus came as the saviour of all races and
cultures. Matthew 2:1-12 is the biblical basis for
the religious feast day of Epiphany, which officially
is January 6% .
In some Latin American traditions, children
receive gifts on Epiphany, in remembrance of the
gifts the Wise Men offered to Jesus. The evening
before, at parties celebrated in homes and offices,
a special bread is shared that has a figure of the
baby Jesus baked inside of it. Whoever finds the
figure of the baby Jesus in a piece of bread has to
sponsor a party to celebrate Jesus’ presentation in
the Temple (Lk 2:22-24). The church celebrates
this feast on February 2",

this time of Epiphany:

= How do you accept and celebrate people
of different cultures?

= Think of spiritual gifts that you have
received from other people. Express your
gratitude to God for those gifts.
