Because this is the Patronal Feast of the Holy Family a
plenary indulgence may be gained by all the faithful who visit that church
today and pray the Creed and the Our Father. and, in addition, (1) receive
Holy Communion and go to Confession within several days (before or
after), (2) pray for the Pope's intention, and (3) are completely detached

from sin, even venial sin. [See the Catechism of the Catholic Church, 1471-

74]

..In the poor grotto of Bethlehem — the Fathers of the Lhurch wrote —

shines a very bright light a reflection of the profound mystery which
envelgpes that Lhild, which Mary and Joseph cherish in their hearts and
which can be seen in their expression, in their actions, and especially in
their silence. Indeed, they preserve in their inmast depths the words of
the Angel's Annunciation to Mary: “the Child to be born will be called holy,

the Son of bad” (Lk 155)

Vet every child’s birth brings something of this mystery with it! Parents
who receive a child as a gift know this well and often speak of it in this
way. We have all hieard peaple say to a father and a mother: “this child is a
gift a miracle!” Indeed human beings do not experience procreation
merely as a reproductive act but perceive jts richness and intuit that
every human creature who s born on earth is the “sign” par excellence of
the Lreatar and Father wha is in Heaven.

How important it is, therefare, that every child coming into the world be
welcomed by the warmth of a family! External comforts do not matter:

Jesus was born in a stable and had a manger as fis first cradle, but the

love af Mary and of Joseph made him feel the tenderness and beauty of
being loved. Lhildren need this: the love of their father and mather. It is

this that gives them security and as they grow, enables them to discaver
the meaning of lite. The Holy Family of Nazareth went through many trials,

such as the ‘massacre of the innocents” — as recounted in the Lospel
according to Matthew — which obliged Joseph and Mary to flee to Egypt
(cf 215-753) Vet trusting in divine Providence, they found their stability
and guaranteed Jesus a serene childhood and a sound ypbringing.

Dear friends, the Holy Family is of course unigue and unrepeatable, but at
the same time it is @ “‘maode/ of ife” for every family because Jesus, true

man, chase to be born into a human family and thereby blessed and
consecrated it Let us therefore entrust all familes to Dur Lady and to St
Joseph, so that they do not lose heart in the face of trials and difficulties

but always cultivate conjugal love and devate themselves with trust to the

service of life and education.
