The Fathers of the Oratory are livestreaming 
two Masses daily from one of our chapels, one in 
English and one in Latin.  Here at St Vincent’s, we 
will have Confessions Friday from 11:00 a.m. to 
noon and Saturday 4:00 to 5:00 p.m.
