More information about the visit and a full 
schedule of events can be found at: www.cco.ca/relic 
Organizers believe this is the first time the relic has been 
on Canadian soil. The body of St. Francis Xavier, which is 
enshrined in Goa, India, as well as the relic of his arm, are 
incorrupt—they have not experienced natural decay since 
his death in 1552.  
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
