MASS INTENTIONS  
Mass intentions refer to the particular purpose for 
which a specific Mass is offered (from Fr 
Hardon's Modern Catholic Dictionary).  A person may 
request that a priest offer a Mass for a specific 
intention, for which it is customary to offer a stipend to 
the priest.  At present in the Archdiocese of Toronto the 
standard offering is $10.  In this Archdiocese a 
distinction is also made between announced Masses 
and unannounced Masses.  Announced Masses are 
those which are promised to be said at a particular date 
and time, published in the parish bulletin and/or 
announced at the Mass itself.  For these, an additional 
$10 is given to the parish.  Unannounced Masses will 
be offered, as the acceptance of a stipend puts the priest 
under an obligation to offer the Mass or find another 
priest to offer it, but they may be offered without being 
publicly announced.   
It is of great spiritual benefit to you and your loved ones 
to have the Holy Sacrifice of the Mass offered for your 
or their intentions, or for the repose of the soul of a 
deceased person.  Frequently, announced Masses are 
booked well in advance, but at the moment we have a 
number of openings for Masses in the very near future. 
 Please consider offering a Mass or Masses for those 
intentions close to your heart. Call the parish office at 
416-535-7646 or drop by before 12:45 p.m. (except on 
Wednesdays).  If you have to leave a message, indicate 
your preferred date and a phone number where you can 
be reached.  To pay the stipend, you can drop it in the 
offertory in an envelope marked “Mass stipend for 
Nikki”, or you can slip it through the mail slot in the 
front of the rectory. Please make cheques payable to 
St. Vincent de Paul Church.

SHRINES OF CANADA 
There are many shrines in Canada which are not too 
far to drive for a family trip.  
St. Anne de Beaupre Basilica receives 1.5 million 
pilgrims each year to show their devotion to St. Anne, 
the mother of the Virgin Mary. 
St. Anne was the spouse of St. Joachim, and was chosen 
by God to be the mother of Mary, His own blessed 
Mother on earth. The names of Joachim and Anne are 
not found in the Bible, but are found in a second 
century text known as the Gospel of James.  According 
to this apocryphal work, their lives were wholly 
occupied in prayer and good works, but they suffered 
from childlessness. Through a message from an angel 
they learned that God would bless them with a 
daughter.   
Devotion to St Anne as mother of the Blessed Virgin 
Mary and grandmother of our Lord grew through the 
centuries.  St Francois de Laval and other founders of 
the Church in Canada had a great devotion to the Holy 
Family, so it is not surprising that great shrines to St 
Anne and St Joseph are to be found in Quebec.  The 
church of St Joachim, not far from Beaupre, dates back 
to the 1770s.
