IMPLEMENTATION OF DECREE FOR INCLUSION OF
SAINT JOSEPH IN EUCHARISTIC PRAYERS I, 111 AND
v

The Holy See on June 19, 2013, published the Decree
“Paternas Vices”, promulgated by the authority of
Pope Francis. The Decree stipulates that the “name of
Saint Joseph, Spouse of the Blessed Virgin Mary, is
henceforth to be added to Eucharistic Prayers I, 1l
and 1V, as they appear in the third typical edition of
the Roman Missal, after the name of the Virgin
Mary....” The wording to be used in English for
Eucharistic Prayers II, 11 and IV is “with blessed
Joseph, her Spouse....”

ALBERTA — FLOOD RELIEF
Floods in Calgary and the surrounding area have
resulted in tragic deaths and the displacement of more
than 100,000 people, who had to evacuate their homes
and businesses. Thousands remain in shelters, while
others have just started returning to assess the
damages.
