…Today the Church celebrates the parents of the Virgin 
Mary, the grandparents of Jesus, Saints Joachim and Anne. In 
their home, Mary came into the world, accompanied by the 
extraordinary mystery of the Immaculate Conception. Mary 
grew up in the home of Joachim and Anne; she was 
surrounded by their love and faith: in their home she learned 
to listen to the Lord and to follow his will. Saints Joachim 
and Anne were part of a long chain of people who had 
transmitted their faith and love for God, expressed in the 
warmth and love of family life, down to Mary, who received 
the Son of God in her womb and who gave him to the world, 
to us. How precious is the family as the privileged place for 
transmitting the faith! Speaking about family life, I would like 
to say one thing: today, as Brazil and the Church around the 
world celebrate this feast of Saints Joachim and Anne, 
Grandparents Day is also being celebrated. How important 
grandparents are for family life, for passing on the human and 
religious heritage which is so essential for each and every 
society! How important it is to have intergenerational 
exchanges and dialogue, especially within the context of the 
family. The Aparecida Document says, “Children and the 
elderly build the future of peoples: children because they lead 
history forward, the elderly because they transmit the 
experience and wisdom of their lives” (No. 447).
