MARY, MOTHER OF THE CHURCH
In 2018, Pope Francis decreed that the Monday after
Pentecost be celebrated as the memorial of Mary, Mother
of Church.
The decree establishing the memorial was published
March 3, 2018 in a letter from Cardinal Robert Sarah,
head of the Congregation for Divine Worship and the
Discipline of the Sacraments.
As Cardinal Sarah explained, Pope Francis added the
memorial to the Roman Calendar after carefully
considering how the promotion of devotion to the Blessed
Virgin Mary under this particular title might encourage
growth in “the maternal sense of the Church” and in
“genuine Marian piety.”
“This celebration will help us to remember that growth in
the Christian life must be anchored to the Mystery of the
Cross, to the oblation of Christ in the Eucharistic Banquet
and to the Mother of the Redeemer and Mother of the
Redeemed,” Cardinal Sarah wrote.
