Notify the organizer of any
misconduct from counter-protesters or passers-by, so that
he/she can handle it appropriately and ensure it is
recorded. 4. Please arrive promptly, accounting for the
time required for parking/positioning. Stand on the
sidewalk, facing traffic with your sign, ensuring you do
not block pedestrians, driveways, or drivers’ sightlines. 5.
Please take care of your signs and RETURN them to the
organizer for future Life Chains. 6. Please DO NOT
display other signs, or distribute material other than that
which is provided, unless the organizer permits you to do
so. 7. Watch your small children at all times. 8. Please
follow all instructions from your local Life Chain
organizer, especially ones pertaining to local COVID-19
protocols.
