PLENARY INDULGENCE IN NOVEMBER

A plenary indulgence, to be applied to the souls of the

faithful departed, can be gained by a visit to a cemetery

from November 1 to 8 (inclusive) to pray for the dead,
under the usual conditions, which are:

¢ Going to confession within about 20 days (before or
after) of performing the indulgenced act.

e Receiving Communion within 7 days of performing
the indulgenced act.

e Prayer for the Pope’s intentions.

e Detachment from sin, even venial sin, while
performing the act. To the extent that one’s
detachment is not perfect, the plenary indulgence
becomes a partial indulgence.

Eternal rest grant unto them, O Lord,
and let perpetual light shine upon
them. May their souls and the souls of
all the faithful departed, through the
mercy of God, rest in peace. Amen.
