Today is known as Good Shepherd Sunday. Jesus 

acknowledges himself as a Shepherd who is sent to 

care for the sheep: God’s children. In His ministry He 

cared for the lost and forsaken, the troubled and the 

sick, the rich and the poor. A shepherd is one who 

cares for the entire flock. This day is set aside as a day 

to pray for vocations to the priesthood and religious 

life. We need to encourage our youth to consider 

serving as priests and religious, answering God’s call.  

We continue to face grave shortages in those 

available to serve. We have 3 retirements this year 

and a possibility of 8 more next year. Most priests are 

ordained at 25-26 and serve over 40 years in 

ministry. Many continue to assist in retirement 

thankfully. We only have 2 ordinations in 2020. Part 

of the reason for the Family of Parishes is to adjust to 

the lack of priests available to serve. We must pray 

fervently that God will touch the hearts of our youth 

and help them to answer this call.
