intercessor in modern times. 
  
Published  December  8,  on  the  150th  anniversary 
of Quemadmodum Deus by Pope Pius IX which declared  
St.  Joseph  patron  of  the  Catholic  Church,  the  decree 
formally  instituted  a  year  for  St.  Joseph,  which  will  run 
until December 8, 2021. 
 

The decree outlined several instances in which faithful will 
be  able  to obtain  a plenary  indulgence  in  relation  to  the 
Year of St. Joseph, provided they meet the usual conditions 
of going to confession, receiving the Eucharist, and praying 
for the intentions of the pope.
