AnhnuncCiation Church:

In today’s First Reading, the Lord sends Jonah to people
of Nineveh to preach penance for sin. Let us consider
how we can receive God’s forgiveness.

When did Jesus institute the sacrament of Penance?
The risen Lord instituted this sacrament on the evening
of Easter when he showed himself to the apostles and
said to them, “Receive the Holy Spirit. If you forgive the
sins of any, they are forgive; if you retain the sins of
any, they are retained” (John 20:22-23). (# 298,
Compendium of the Catechism of the Catholic Church).

What form does penance take in Christian life?
Penance can be expressed in various ways but above
all in fasting, prayer, and almsgiving. These and many
other forms of penance can be practiced in the daily
life of a Christian, particularly during the time of Lent
and on the penitential day of Friday. (# 301,
Compendium of the Catechism of the Catholic Church).

What are the essential elements of the sacrament of
Reconciliation?

The essential elements are two: the acts of the peni-
tent who comes to repentance through the action of
the Holy Spirit, and the absolution of the priest who in
the name of Christ grants forgiveness and determines
the ways of making satisfaction. (# 302, Compendium
of the Catechism of the Catholic Church).
