Other images are drawn from pastoral life
(sheepfold, flock, sheep), from agriculture (field, olive
grove, vineyard), from construction (dwelling place,
stone, temple), and from family life (spouse, mother,
family).

What is the origin and the fulfillment of the
Church? The Church finds her origin and fulfillment in
the eternal plan of God. She was prepared for in the
0ld Covenant with the election of Israel, the sign of the
future gathering of all the nations. Founded by the
words and actions of Jesus Christ, fulfilled by his re-
deeming death and Resurrection, the Church as been
manifested as the mystery of salvation by the out-
pouring of the Holy Spirit at Pentecost. She will be
perfected in the glory of heaven as the assembly of all
the redeemed of the earth.
