Oratory Theology Summer School

classes each day, taught by one of the Fathers or
Brothers of the Oratory.

These events triggered an outpouring of
activity within the Church, a movement called the
Counter-Reformation that has helped form the Church
for the past five centuries. With a period so complex
and interesting, the trouble is not figuring out what to
talk about, but deciding what to leave out!
