Dear Parishioners and Friends of Holy Family Parish:

I am delighted to report that many people are coming back
to Mass. But this good news poses a challenge, because
more people means that it becomes more difficult to keep
social distancing protocols.  In addition, last week, a group
of dedicated volunteers removed some pews and respaced
the remaining ones so that the distance between two pews
is now 6' or greater.  This, of course, reduced the number of
people that can be let into the church at one time. But such
a step was necessary to minimize the danger of getting shut
down by the government for violation of covid laws.

In order to make the sacraments available to as many
people as possible, we have decided to add another Mass
to our schedule. It will be a Low Mass (Extraordinary Form)
with organ music on Sundays at 5 p.m.
