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Dear Friends:

Last Sunday we celebrated the baptism of Jesus at the age of 30. Only
after he was baptized did he begin to BE the Messiah in very public
ways. Today we have The Wedding Feast at Cana, Jesus' first miracle
in John’s Gospel. As the wedding went on, the wine ran out. So Mary
brought it to Jesus’ attention, and Jesus (after being somewhat snarky
with his mother) performed the miracle of turning water into wine. He did
not let the folks down. In saving them from embarrassment, he also
rescued them in their difficulty. This revealed God's glory and led the
disciples to believe in him. Everything in God’s time! Jesus does not let
any of us down.

St. Paul reminds us in our second reading that God's gifts to us are not
meant primarily for personal use, but for the service of others. He tells of
the many gifts of the Holy Spirit to each person, to each is given the
manifestation of the Spirit for the common good, not for personal profit.

The terms “Deacon” and “Diaconate” derive from the Greek

word, diakonia which means “service” or “ministry.” A deacon is ordained
by the Church for service. The Dogmatic Constitution on the Church
speaks of three areas of diaconal service: Ministry of Charity, Ministry of
the Word, and Ministry of Liturgy. That is to say, a deacon serves
through his person-to-person encounters by ministering to the poor, the
aged, the sick, and prisoners. The deacon proclaims the Gospel. He is
also an agent of evangelization, announcing the Good News of Jesus
Christ in society. He also preaches at liturgical gatherings and can teach
in religious education programs, sacramental preparation programs,

like baptism, marriage, and RCIA. The deacon also assists at the
Eucharistic liturgy, administers baptism, witnesses marriages, leads
vigils for the deceased and funerals, administers some sacramentals,
and presides at other liturgical services.
