October 1st, is the Feast of our great Carmelite Saint, St.
Therese of Lisieux, Patroness of the Missions! She lived a
short 24 years from 1873-1897, in Alencon and Lisieux,
France. She has become the most popular saint of all
times. Her autobiography, The Story of a Soul, has been
translated into over 50 languages! St. Therese taught us
the “thtle Wayl” And that is finding God in the ordinary everyday activities of
life! When Pope John Paul Il declared her Doctor of the Church in 1997, he
called her “a young Carmelite who was filled with the love of God, who
offered herself completely to his love, and who knew how to practice love of
neighbour in the ordinary things of daily life.” That is certainly a call to all of
us! Therese wrote, “Miss no single opportunity of making some small
sacrifice, here by a smiling look, there by a kindly word; always doing the
smallest right and doing it all for love!” She also said, "You know well
enough that Our Lord does not look so much at the greatness of our actions,
nor even at their difficulty, but at the love at which we do them."
