Blessing of Easter Food 
It is a long-standing tradition of some Catholic families 
to have a basket of food blessed on Holy Saturday. The 
foods blessed all have symbolic meanings and are a 
special part of that family’s culinary celebration of 
Christ’s Passion, Death and Resurrection.  
Some of the different foods and symbolism are: five red 
decorated eggs – Jesus’ five wounds; one white 
decorated egg – Jesus’s glorious resurrection. Salt, 
pepper, butter, cheese, ham, white bread, and wine 
are often included with the traditional foods. The foods 
are often covered with a white linen cloth representing 
the shroud in which Jesus was wrapped.  
The blessed food is eaten in a family breakfast after they 
attend Easter Mass together. Consider as a family 
preparing an Easter Basket this year. The blessing of 
food in our church will take place on Holy Saturday at
