Thanks to your generosity in 
2015-2016, we are excited to announce 
that we have sufficient funds to sponsor a 
second Syrian family of six, a relative of 
the first Syrian family. The application has 

been submitted and we are advised that the processing should be 
complete some time in the summer 2019.  We will be looking for 
volunteers next year to support the new Syrian family with their 
integration to Canada and Ottawa. Pastoral Council would like to 
thank everyone for their support for these important works. 

1) Easter Reflection – The 

resurrection of Jesus from the 
dead is the foundation of the 
Church’s proclamation of the 
good news of salvation.  The 
risen Jesus was lifted up as affirmation of the Father for his saving 
gift for the world.  We as adopted sons and daughters share in this 
glorious symbol of divine love and trust that we too will be lifted up 
from death to life!  The risen Lord in the power of the Spirit guides 
all those who are open to divine compassion.  This is the great 
mystery that we celebrate today and throughout the fifty days of 
Easter. 
 

2) The Pastoral Care team needs new members for the ongoing 
needs of our aging community!  A good number of elderly 
parishioners can no longer attend Mass at the parish. We need to 
provide ongoing pastoral care to them, either at home or in senior 
homes.  This is a good opportunity to exercise your discipleship! 
 

3) Throughout the Easter Season, we shall be using the 
blessing and sprinkling rite at our Masses as a reminder of our 
baptism, following the recommendation of the church.  We place 
the holy water receptacle and paschal candle near the ambo to 
highlight this special liturgical season. 
 

4) We are looking for new members on the Pastoral Council 
Please speak to me if you are able to help with this vital service to 
the parish.  We also thank the outgoing members who have 
completed their term of service. 
 

5) Children of catechetical age (about 7 years old) will be  
celebrating their First Communion during the Easter Weekend 
Masses of April 29 and May 5-6. Please pray for them as well as 
their parents and godparents, that these children will be nurtured 
in faith by ongoing participation at Sunday Eucharist. 
 

6) On Saturday, April 28th there will be a Catholic Women’s  
League Provincial Convention to be held at the Church. 
Archbishop Prendergast will preside at the 4:30pm Mass, 
concelebrated by the Diocesan Chaplain, Fr.
