Just as we do
not announce the names of those who proclaim the Word on
Sundays, by the same token, we do not name the individuals who
proclaim the Word at weddings and funerals. Funeral Mass is not
a celebration of the (past) life of the deceased, but we celebrate
the life of the risen Christ, and the deceased shares in His death
and Resurrection. In the same way, a wedding liturgy is a
celebration of the mystery of God’s love revealed in Christ, in
whose love the couple seal a lifelong commitment of fidelity.
Hence, liturgical music expresses our belief in God’s loving mercy,
whether at funerals or weddings. That is why secular music does
not belong in wedding and funeral liturgies.

4) Should parishioners have a loved one who is sick or fralil,
please let me know so that | can anoint him/her with the sacrament
of the sick. Itis better to administer the sacrament to them while
they are responsive to the prayers so that they can obtain
consolation and support through the sacrament. Itis easier to give
them the Sacrament of the Sick before they get into hospital,
simply call me and make the arrangement!
