As of January 1, 2023 the 
Archdiocese has established that the stipends for both 
Announced and Unannounced Mass intentions will be the 
same; at $15.  This represents no change in the offering for an 
Announced Mass but is an increase of $5 for an Unannounced 
Mass.  With an Announced Mass the intention for which the 
priest has been requested to offer the Mass is given a specific 
date and time that is then published in the bulletin. With an 
Unannounced Mass the intention is not given a specific date 
or time and is not published in the bulletin.  Unannounced 
Mass Intentions are usually sent to missionary or retired 
priests to offer.
