EMAIL SCAM  TARGETING PASTORS AND

hacked email address of a priest, or a phoney emalil
address that looks like the priest’'s genuine email account,
and asks parishioners for financial assistance of some kind.
Often the email asks for immediate assistance and
indicates that there is an emergency. Please be aware that
no priest will ever ask a parishioner for money, gift cards or
personal financial assistance by email or other means.
Contact your pastor if you receive a suspicious message
and you have concerns or if you have any doubt as to the
validity of the content of a message. At this time of the year,
there are many scams in operation, preying on people’s
good nature and the busyness of this season.
