PROLIFE: On January 28, 1988 the Supreme Court of
Canada ruling in the Morgentaler case struck down the
previous abortion law and left Canada a nation without any
legal protection for preborn children. The Court offered
Parliament the opportunity to pass new legislation limiting
abortion. This has yet to happen. It is estimated that in the
subsequent 35 years 3.4 million preborn babies have been
aborted in Canada.
