1) Lenten Reflection:  

Today’s gospel (John 
11:1-45) records the 
raising of Lazarus from the 
dead. Once again we find an image of baptism. In baptism, 
we die and rise in Christ, we rise to new and everlasting life. 
When Jesus first heard that Lazarus was ill, he said “This 
illness does not lead to death; rather it is for God’s glory, so 
that the Son of God may be glorified through it.” Likewise, 
the new life that we have received through baptism should 
be a life that leads to God’s glory. This week is a good time 
for us to look at our lives from the point of view of God’s 
glory. Do our lives really give glory to God? Are there 
“pockets” in our lives where we do not give glory to God?  
(National Bulletin of Liturgy, vol. 33 #165)  
 
2) The on-going widespread of coronavirus in the city 
necessitates the churches to be completely shut and locked 
down.
