Jesus, established as Lord at the right
hand of God, would gather the whole world into his own glorious
life. This is what the Sunday Eucharist is all about. The Lord,
present in our midst, shares his wonderful, exalted life with us.

2) We are having an anointing of the sick during Mass on
Saturday, June 10" at 4:30pm. Our elderly and infirmed
parishioners are also welcome to take part in this service. To
facilitate our proper understanding of the sacrament of the sick, |
would ask you to read this, taken from Pastoral Care of the Sick:
Rites of Anointing and Viaticum: General Introduction. Those who
are seriously ill need the special help of God’s grace in this time
of anxiety, lest they be broken in spirit and, under the pressure of
temptation, perhaps weakened in their faith. This is why, through
the Sacrament of Anointing, Christ strengthens the faithful who
are afflicted by illness, providing them with the strongest means of
support.
