1) Reflection for Fifth Sunday of

Staff, caregivers and residents in all retirement homes 
Staff, caregivers and residents in all long-term care homes 
Priority health care workers identified in the Ministry of 
Health’s guidance on Health 
Care Worker Prioritization, including hospital employees, 
staff who work or study in hospitals and health care 
personnel 
Non-front-line moderate priority health care workers such as 
those working remotely or those not requiring personal 
protective equipment at work 
Faith leaders 
Adults in First Nations, Metis and Inuit populations 
Adults receiving chronic home health care at 
Pop-up clinics in high risk communities 
Residents staying in Ottawa shelters 
Special Education workers 
Clients who are pregnant or with highest risk health 
conditions and their caregivers
