If you have already
booked an intention but have not yet made your offering please
make arrangements to do so before the scheduled date so that
you can be sure the intention will be prayed for.

BILL C-7: Euthanasia (MAID) was legalized on June 2016.
From that date until Dec. 31/9, there have been more than 13,500
MAID deaths in Canada, with more than 5400 in 2019 alone. Bill
C-7 expands the law to permit anyone who considers their
physical or psychological suffering to be intolerable to qualify for
death by lethal injection, even if effective medical treatments for
their condition exists. The government wants to pass Bill C-7 by
its December 2020 recess.

Our volunteer ushers
will direct you to your seat. Please follow their instructions
and do not move from your assigned spot. For a more detailed
description of what to expect please check the latest Update for
parishioners found on our website.

WHY DO | NEED TO SIGN IN AT MASS? Ottawa Public Health
requires all places of worship to maintain an attendance log for
purposes of contact tracing in case of an outbreak. This is for
your protection so that they can contact you if necessary.
Please sanitize your hands and look for your LAST NAME on the
list, then place a checkmark beside your name. If you cannot find
your name please print it on the blank sheet provided, along with
your phone number. The usher will then guide you to your seat.
Records will be kept private and destroyed after 30 days. Many
thanks for your patience and co-operation!

PLEASE ARRIVE BEFORE MASS BEGINS: as a courtesy to
the Hospitality Ministers. They have difficulty participating in the
Mass if you arrive late or at the last minute, as they need to seat
you, do sanitizing and contact tracing. During the Liturgy of the
Word you will be asked to wait at the entrance until the liturgical
action is finished. Thank you for your co-operation.
