GOSPEL REFLECTION
Matthew 2:1-12

Today we celebrate the showing forth (epiphany)
of Jesus to the nations beyond lIsrael. When as-
trologers, or magi, from the East saw a new star
appear in the sky, they accepted it as a sign that a
great leader had been born. Without knowing
where the star would lead them or what they
would find, the magi set out bearing gifts. Their
faith and courage were rewarded when God re-
vealed to them his own Son.
