Governor General “meets” with Notre Dame

Students - Canada’'s Governor-General and former
astronaut Her Excellency, The Right Honourable Julie
Payette, “met” with grade 5 students at Owen Sound’s
Notre Dame Catholic School in mid-June. The “meeting”
took place via Skype during which Ms. Payette answered
guestions from 12 students for 25 minutes and talked about
her experiences as an astronaut with the Canadian Space
Agency and as the Queen’s representative in Canada
According to grade 5 teacher Marlene Deschenes, the call
was months in the making.
