Many years ago, the year after my brother-in-law died,
my sister was visiting and when we got back to the
house, | played a message that was left on the
answering machine. It was from my son and he ended
with, “I love you.” | looked at my sister, who heard the
message too, “That,” | said, “has been happening ever
since Jake died.” Tears immediately came to her eyes.
Mine too.

Death touches us in many and varying ways. Our sons
were in their early 20s when their uncle died. They're
in their late 30s now, they both end each phone
conversation with, “Love you, mom.” And now their
cousin has died. 10 — 11 years older than my sons,
but the impact is great.
Amy’s funeral was at St. Mary's church in Ayer,
Massachusetts and the priest knew her well. His
homily touched everyone — non-believers as well as
the many congregants who came in shock and sorrow
to say goodbye to a wonderful, giving and loving
woman. Our sons were touched too. They, as so
many did, commented on the priest's homily.
‘God is love,” he said, ‘and Amy lived that love that
comes from God. Now Amy is gone and it is up to
every one of us to fill that gap that's left behind. All
that she did; all the love that she gave; it's up to us to
fill that gap — to spread that love that she spread,
wherever we can — in her honor. Our sons were
listening, and they’ve taken those words to heart.
You know, we as parents do not have to preach,
there’s really no need. We simply live our love and
faith as best we can and let God do the rest. And do
not think for a moment that God will not take care of
things. Be still and know that | am God. Ps. 46.10
