The Cathedral Basilica of Christ the King is the
principal church of the Diocese of Hamilton and
home to the Bishop of Hamilton. The word
"cathedral" comes from "cathedra" or Bishop's chair
located in the church. On February 25th, 2013, in
recognition of the significance of its design, and its
importance in the Diocese, the Cathedral was given
the status of a Minor Basilica by Pope Benedict XVI.
The Cathedral Basilica was completed in 1933, and is
a very beautiful structure that is reflective of the
lively faith of its parishioners and the entire Diocese
of Hamilton.

The Cathedral Basilica's Coat of Arms presents a
shield sheltered by the ombrellino, and with crossed
keys representing the papal designation of basilica
status. The shield has a symbol for Christ with the
crown of thorns and the crown of glory. The motto
in Latin - every eye shall see him.

FEAST OF THE ASSUMPTION — AUGUST 15

N The Feast of the Assumption of the Blessed Virgin Mary will be celebrated with Mass in
the Cathedral Basilica at 12:00 Noon on Wednesday, August 15. This annual feast,
¢ promulgated by Pope Pius XII in 1950, celebrates the special dignity given to Mary, the
Mother of Jesus. Catholics believe that rather than suffering the pains of death and the
purification of Purgatory, Mary was assumed - body and soul - into Heaven. There she
shares in the fullness of life and she is the pattern we hope to follow. All are welcome!

THE JOY OF MARRIED LOVE

The Bishops of Canada have published a Pastoral Letter on the occasion of Pope Paul VI's Encyclical
Letter Humanae Vitae (1968). The Pastoral is entitled The Joy of Married Love and is available on the
CCCB website. The following paragraphs form the conclusion of the Pastoral Letter:

“As Catholic Bishops, we have been entrusted with the task of proclaiming the truth about God and his plan for
our lives, of which sexuality and marriage are an integral part. We invite all Catholics once again to read, study,
and meditate on this important encyclical (Humane Vita) and to rediscover the beautiful truth contained within
it. The truth of married love, as it is proposed in Humanz Vite, and later elaborated through Saint John Paul II's
theology of the body and Pope Francis’ teaching in Amoris Leetitia, is not always easy to live out in practice.

“Blessed Paul VI, in the wake of the Second Vatican Council, further developed the Church’s teaching on marriage
and the family. In a particular way, with the Encyclical Humanee Vite he brought out the intrinsic bond between
conjugal love and the generation of life: ‘Married love requires of husband and wife the full awareness of their
obligations in the matter of responsible parenthood, which today, rightly enough, is much insisted upon, but which
at the same time must be rightly understood... The exercise of responsible parenthood requires that husband and
wife, keeping a right order of priorities, recognize their own duties towards God, themselves, their families, and
human society’...” (Amoris Letitia, n. 68, citing Humane Vita, n. 10).

In fact, married couples can only live out the truth contained in Humane Vita by the grace of God, our loving
Father, who with his Son, Jesus, empowers us with the strength of the Holy Spirit. Marriage is indeed a noble
vocation. May all married couples, in faithfulness to the grace of their baptism and marriage vows, live and
experience the joy of married love as taught in Humanae Vitae and thus be signs of God’s loving presence in the
world.”
