The Bishops of Canada, and the Bishop 
of Hamilton, have established that the normal 
way to receive Holy Communion is to stand 
before the minister who will say “The Body of 
Christ” after which we respond – aloud – 
“Amen.”  The minister then places the Sacred 
Host in our outstretched hands or upon our 
tongue.  We take and eat.  The same happens for 
those who wish to receive the Precious Blood at 
Mass.  The Sacred Host is never to be taken to 
one’s pew or placed in one’s pocket or in a 
hymn book.  At the Cathedral we often have 
visitors – non-Catholics or non-Christians – who 
may not be familiar with our practices.  If you 
notice someone has not consumed the Sacred 
Host, you may gently and charitably approach 
them and invite them to consume it.  Or, you 
may wish to point them out to the Priest or a 
Communion Minister who will follow up.
