Canada will be  represented  in Panama by  a  strong 
delegation of more than 1,000 pilgrims representing 
over  20  dioceses,  religious  institutes,  and  ecclesial 
movements  from  across  the  country.  In  addition, 
nine  Bishops  from  Canada  will  attend  WYD  to 
accompany  the  pilgrims  during  the  encounter. 
Several  Canadian  Bishops  will  attend WYD.    The 
Bishops in attendance will be joined by 18 priests, 30 
volunteers and  11 representatives  from the media. A 
number  of  Bishops  from  Canada  will  likewise  be 
giving catechesis during the days in Panama City.
