The Cathedral Basilica's Coat of Arms presents a shield 

sheltered by the ombrellino, and with crossed keys 

representing the papal designation of basilica status.  The 

shield has a symbol for Christ with the crown of thorns 

and the crown of glory. The motto in Latin - every eye shall 

see him.
