The Cathedral Basilica of Christ the King is the principal
church of the Diocese of Hamilton and home to the
Bishop of Hamilton. The word "cathedral" comes from
"cathedra" or Bishop's chair located in the church. On
February 25th, 2013, in recognition of the significance of
its design, and its importance in the Diocese, the
Cathedral was given the status of a Minor Basilica by
Pope Benedict XVI. The Cathedral Basilica was
completed in 1933, and is a very beautiful structure that
is reflective of the lively faith of its parishioners and the
entire Diocese of Hamilton.

The Cathedral Basilica's Coat of Arms presents a shield
sheltered by the ombrellino, and with crossed keys
representing the papal designation of basilica status.
The shield has a symbol for Christ with the crown of
thorns and the crown of glory. The motto in Latin - every
eye shall see him.

Summer series ...
The Sacrament of Reconciliation

The Sacrament of Reconciliation is also known by some other names ... Confession or Penance ... the reality is the same
no matter what we call it. In this Sacrament we encounter the forgiveness and mercy of Almighty God through the

ministry of the Church. In the Sacrament of Reconciliation we confess our sins and we
are healed by the grace and power of the Lord. In this encounter Jesus’ healing ministry
is continued through the Church.

Sin is a challenging concept for many of us. Our society has lost a seznse of sin. Simply
put sin is missing the mark. We often know what we should do or should not have done
and we recognize that we missed the mark. Sometimes this realization comes to us when
we see the consequences of our action (or inaction) and sometimes we recognize our
need for forgiveness after examining our conscience. No matter when, or how, we
realize our sin God’s mercy and forgiveness are waiting for us in the Sacrament of
Reconciliation.

Confessing our sin is not easy — particularly confessing to another person. The Priest
does not sit as a judge, but rather, as a fellow pilgrim on the journey. Priests are sinners
too. A good confessor recognizes his own need of this Sacrament and seeks it out
regularly. In the Sacrament of Reconciliation the Priest acts on behalf of the whole
Church in offering forgiveness. We do not sin in isolation ... neither are we forgiven in
isolation.

In many of his talks and homilies our Holy Father, Pope Francis, never tires of speaking
about the mercy of God. All of us, he reminds us, are sinners in need of the Lord’s mercy.
Let us pray for the humility to recognize our sin and the courage to seek out the mercy
and forgiveness of the Lord in Reconciliation.

ONTARIO COLLEGE OF PHYSCIANS & SURGEONS
Doctors in Ontario currently have the right to decline to
provide non-emergency care that does not conform to
their own moral and/or religious beliefs. This allows
them to opt out of non-emergency care referrals, such
as abortions, emergency contraception and other
medical care that violates their own conscience. The
College of Physicians and Surgeons of Ontario (CPSO) is
now reviewing their Human Rights Code policy; the new
policy will provide guidelines for physicians practicing
medicine in Ontario. There is pressure on the CPSO to
include language in their policy that would require
doctors to offer or refer patients for such non-
emergency care, forcing them to go against their own
personal beliefs. The CPSO is accepting feedback on
