On February 25th, 2013, in
recognition of the significance of its design, and its
importance in the Diocese, the Cathedral was given
the status of a Minor Basilica by Pope Benedict XVI.
The Cathedral Basilica was completed in 1933, and is
a very beautiful structure that is reflective of the
lively faith of its parishioners and the entire Diocese
of Hamilton.

The Cathedral Basilica's Coat of Arms presents a
shield sheltered by the ombrellino, and with crossed
keys representing the papal designation of basilica
status. The shield has a symbol for Christ with the
crown of thorns and the crown of glory. The motto
in Latin - every eye shall see him.

CovID LOCKDOWN & STAY HOME ORDERS
The Province of Ontario has announced that
the current “stay home” order will conclude on
June 2. Further, the Province has announced
that Ontario will be moving to re-open in
stages beginning on, or around June 14. Places
of worship will be able to re-open in Stage 2
which will likely be near the beginning of July.
The re-opening will be with limitations -
seating capacity at 15%, masks and social
distance.  Stage 3 will likely see those
limitations relaxed somewhat. While it is
disappointing to have a further delay in re-
opening our Parish, it is comforting to know
that there is a plan and the benchmarks that
are necessary. One of those benchmarks is
vaccination.

completed in the past several weeks. New
wiring for the sound system as well as the
monitors and cameras has been installed. In
the coming weeks, everything will be
connected and tested. The final stage will be
the training and commissioning of the system -
particularly the livestream. Thanks to the
donations received from the One Heart, One
Soul campaign that have made these projects
possible.

A Campaign for the Diocese of Hamilton

The results of the One Heart, One Soul
Campaign at the Cathedral Basilica have been
fantastic! You may recall we participated in the
“pilot wave” with 15 other Parishes in the
Diocese. Our projects included the upgrading of
sound and video, replacement of kneelers and
cushions in the pews. Further goals of flooring
replacement and work on the front steps are
dependent on the funds raised through the
Campaign. Each Parish in the Diocese keeps 75%
of the total funds raised in the Campaign. Once
a parish has reached its goal, it keeps 85% and if
it exceeds its goal, it keeps 100% of the funds
raised. We are close to the point of keeping 100%
of the funds raised since reaching our goal. A
final appeal letter has been sent to the Parishioners
who have not had an opportunity to participate
in the Campaign. So far, we have raised $844,000
with 214 gifts and pledges.

The Diocese receives a portion of the funds for
common projects and to assist Parishes in need.
We committed 10% of the funds we raise
through the Campaign for worthy projects to
assist the poor in Hamilton.
