The Cathedral Basilica of Christ the King is the
principal church of the Diocese of Hamilton and
home to the Bishop of Hamilton. The word
"cathedral" comes from "cathedra" or Bishop's chair
located in the church. On February 25th, 2013, in
recognition of the significance of its design, and its
importance in the Diocese, the Cathedral was given
the status of a Minor Basilica by Pope Benedict XVI.
The Cathedral Basilica was completed in 1933, and is
a very beautiful structure that is reflective of the
lively faith of its parishioners and the entire Diocese
of Hamilton.

The Cathedral Basilica's Coat of Arms presents a
shield sheltered by the ombrellino, and with crossed
keys representing the papal designation of basilica
status. The shield has a symbol for Christ with the
crown of thorns and the crown of glory. The motto
in Latin - every eye shall see him.

On the Feast of
Christ the King (November 22) we will have 2021
Missals for sale in McNally Hall ... it will also
be an opportunity to pick up your offering
envelopes and to make your “reservation” for
Christmas Masses.

WEDDINGS FOR 2021

We have many couples planning to marry at the
Cathedral Basilica in 2021. All, but three
couples from 2020 transferred to 2021 due to the
COVID lockdown. Our advice to these couples
is to plan their wedding based on the
information we have today. It's easier to add
people to the guest list, than it is to disinvite due
to restrictions. Wedding ceremonies can be
celebrated with 30% capacity of the Cathedral
Basilica ... this does not apply to reception

venues. We are already “booking” weddings
for 2022!

FEAST OF CHRIST THE KING

Today’s celebration of the Feast of Christ the King
marks the end of the liturgical year. It is also
our Parish’s Patronal Feast. This feast was
inaugurated in 1925 by His Holiness, Pope Pius
IX out of concern over the rise of totalitarian
socialism and fascism in Europe. He wanted to
emphasize that for Christians, Christ is King
and we owe allegiance to Him first of all. At the
end of the liturgical year, this Feast directs our
attention to Christ’s kingship in this world and
in heaven. As His followers we are called to
work to build up the Kingdom of justice, love and
peace.

Christ the King was chosen as the Patron for our
Cathedral Basilica by His Excellency, John T.
McNally, fifth Bishop of Hamilton (1925 - 1937).
Construction on the new Cathedral began in
1930 and was completed for its formal blessing
on December 19, 1933. After extensive fire
damage, Bishop Paul Reding - 7t Bishop of
Hamilton (1973 - 1983) solemnly dedicated the
newly renovated Cathedral on November 21,
1982.  Pope Benedict XVI designated the
Cathedral a Basilica on February 25th, 2013. Our
Parish remains a beacon of faith and a
community of disciples today.
