The Cathedral Basilica of Christ the King is the principal
church of the Diocese of Hamilton and home to the
Bishop of Hamilton. The word "cathedral" comes from
"cathedra" or Bishop's chair located in the church. On
February 25th, 2013, in recognition of the significance of
its design, and its importance in the Diocese, the
Cathedral was given the status of a Minor Basilica by
Pope Benedict XVI. The Cathedral Basilica was
completed in 1933, and is a very beautiful structure that
is reflective of the lively faith of its parishioners and the
entire Diocese of Hamilton.

The Cathedral Basilica's Coat of Arms presents a shield
sheltered by the ombrellino, and with crossed keys
representing the papal designation of basilica status.
The shield has a symbol for Christ with the crown of
thorns and the crown of glory. The motto in Latin - every
eye shall see him.

PASTORAL LETTER
Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

During this Year of Faith we are called to
rediscover the joy of our faith and to focus
on the joy that our relationship with God is
meant to bring. We were created in love by god and in
return we are called to love God and love one another.

The call to love one another is universal and inclusive of
all people, from conception until natural death. According
to Blessed Pope John Paul I, “The ultimate test of your
greatness is the way you treat every human being, but
especially the weakest and most defenseless. If you want
equal justice for all and true freedom and lasting peace,
defend life.” Many in our world today have lost this sense
of respect for life; as Catholics we understand that we
have a moral obligation to protect every person as a child
of God.

Sunday, October 6" is designated Respect Life Sunday,
a day set aside to reflect on the value of life and the
inherent dignity of each person. In Canada, there are
many direct threats to vulnerable people including
abortion, euthanasia, and embryonic stem cell research.
These treats to life cannot be ignored; we are called to
defend and protect our most vulnerable. We can stand for
life by supporting agencies that offer alternatives to
abortion, expressing our desire for palliative care in order
to provide comfort for those who are dying and by
educating ourselves on the life issues.

We also have in the Diocese, in both Kitchener/Waterloo
and Oakville, the opportunity to engage in a campaign
called 40 Days for Life from September 25 to November
3. The campaign consists of prayer and fasting, peaceful
vigil and community outreach.
