Recently our Holy Father, Pope Francis issued an  

Apostolic Exhortation on the call to holiness in today’s 

world titled, “Rejoice and Be Glad”.

Be holy 

by labouring with integrity and skill in the service of 

your brothers and sisters. Are you a parent or  

grandparent? Be holy by patiently teaching the little 

ones how to follow Jesus. Are you in a position of  

authority? Be holy by working for the common good 

and renouncing personal gain.
