From Fr. Tom...

“First of all then, I urge that supplications, pravers, intercessions
and thanksgivings be made for all people.” | Timothy 2:1

What are Mass intentions?

At every daily Mass, there are “Mass Intentions”. These
intentions are offered for people who have died, people in need of
prayers, for special occasions, and in thanksgiving for various
blessings.

What is the denation used for?

When a person asks for a Mass intention, they are asked to make a
donation of $10 (if someone cannot afford $10 they are not
denied). This money is not income for the parish. These
donations are nol “fees™ or a “price” (it actually is incorrect (o say
“how much does a mass cost”). The money is used for the care of
the poor and for the care of priests who are ill. Money for Mass
intentions are not deposited in the general parish account, and so
are not extra parish income. The offering given for one intention
at Mass is given to the presiding priest and his personal charities
(if a priest celebrates more than one Mass a day, they only receive
one stipend). 1f more than one intention is offered at Mass, the
offerings given for the second and third intention are sent to the
Diocese to care for the needs of priests such as the ongoing
education of priests, and the care of priests who are ill.

In our parish we have some guidelines for requesting Mass
intentions. Because of the amount of requests we receive, a
person can request two Mass intentions every six months. This
does not limit a person who would like more than two Masses. A
person can request as many Mass intentions as they want —
however, the extra intentions are sent to parishes without
sulficient intentions, lo retired priests, or to the missions. The
priests who receive these mtentions pray for them at the Masses at
which they presided, and their work is supporied by the
accompanying donation.

EFach Saturday evening/Sunday Mass is offered “for all the

parishioners™. The priest does not receive a stipend for it — the

prayer is his gift for the people of his parish.

How we keep things organized:

e cvery six months you can have two Mass intentions in this

parish.

e  exira intentions are sent to help other priests.

& cach intention can have 3 names.

e the donations are used for a care for priests fund for the
10CESE.

e each Saturday evening/Sunday Mass is for all the people.

e on Tuesday nights, we allow an extra intention for someone
who recently died.

The Eucharist is the greatest prayer of intercession. This
practice has deep roots in the earliest history of the
Church’s liturgy. It comes from a beautiful
understanding that graces that flow from the Sacrifice of
the Mass can benefit others who are not present (even
those who have died).

*Please don’t forget that any Catholic may offer up the
Mass, in which he or she participates, for any good
intention. Go to Mass, and carry an intention in your
heart. Sometimes it is easier to be focused at Mass
when we come prepared with a personal intention. We
can keep that person or need in mind during Mass and
remember that because you are at Mass, you are
receiving grace and so is the person you are praying for.
If you like, ask me, and I can suggest people and needs

to pray for!
