St. Michael’s Parishioners:

St. Michael’s Refugee Commiltee began when the Diocese of
London asked Father Pat Fuerth to consider beginning this
Minsiry in our parish. Father called a number of parishioners o
volunteer on this committee: hence our Ministry began in the
summer of 2015.

The first family that we sponsored in December of 2016 was from
Syria and within 3 months the father procured a job at Noah
Homes as a ceramic tile layer - thanks to the Branco family.
Within 2 years the family saved enough money to buy a home.
The children attend St. Louis School and Cardinal Carter Middle
School. They wanted us to know that because of our sponsorship
and generous donations, they promised to make us proud and they
have thus far.

On February of 2018 we sponsored a Christian famuly from
Pakistan with 2 daughters followed by a third daughter bom in
Leamington last year. Both children attend St. Louis School and
thanks to Sam Diab of our parish, the father procured a full time
job at Highbury Canco.

This year we applied to sponsor a family of 8 from the Congo and
our sponsorship was approved. Thanks to a Foundation that has
been set up in Toronto, our portion of the cost is completely
covered. There is no need to go to our parishioners for monies;
although we could use a bit of money to cover odds and ends.

With that in mind we need your help! This family will need
furnishings for the home as well as clothing and food. Please see
the insert in today’s bulletin for a list of items that are required
along with the phone numbers and emails of the lead person for
each committee. Please let us know on or before August 10 as to
what you are prepared to donate. We will pick up your goods after
we lake possession of the home, If you do not have anything to
give and would rather give an offering of money to pay for food
and/or household goods, please let the commiltee member know
and we will make arrangements to pick it up or drop it off at the
reclory.

Please remember that these people had a good life where they
were prior 1o 20 years of civil wars and terrorist attacks on their
families and homes. Some family members were killed. They
cannot go back to their homeland and have been in Refugee
Camps for some years waiting to be sponsored by parishes such as
ours - s0 please be generous in vour offerings and pray for their
safe journey to Leamington!
