For the Solemnity of the Epiphany of the Lord:

The same set of powerful readings is used each year
for the celebration of the Epiphany of the Lord. Each of these
readings speaks to the reality that God wills his Son to be made
manifest to all nations of the world.

The First Reading comes from Second lsaiah, who
prophesied during Israel’s exile in Babylon around 550 BC.
Often considered the prophet of great hope, Second lIsaiah
offered the captured Israelites a vision not only of better days
to come, but also of a future of unimaginable joy. What he
foresaw for Israel was a complete disconnect from their
experiences of exile. Words such as “the glory of the Lord has
risen upon you,” and “nations shall come to your light,” were
concepts almost foreign to the Israelites after two generations
in Babylon away from their Promised Land and away from
Jerusalem and their Temple worship.

Isaiah challenged them to believe that God of Israel
would once again restore them to glory as he has done with
their ancestors. Although many Jews would have seen their
return from Babylonian exile as verification of Isaiah’s
prophecies, not until the birth of Christ would all nations see
the prophecies of Second Isaiah reach complete fulfillment.

In the Second Reading we hear repeated one of the
central tenets of Paul’s message: “The Gentiles have become
fellow heirs, members of the same body, and sharers in the
promise in Christ Jesus through the Gospel.”

In the Gospel of Matthew, the “wise men from the
East” represent the other nations of the world, who come to
pay “homage” to the “child who has been born king of the
