Pre Authorized Giving at St. Paul’s 
 
Through Pre Authorized Giving your bank account is debited 
on the twentieth of each month for the support of your parish.  
 This provides you with the convenience of not 
having to manage this on a weekly basis and of course it 
provides the parish with a regular flow of funds even when 
parishioners are away for extended periods.  
 How do I decide the amount of my monthly 
withdrawal?  The suggestion is that a withdrawal should be 4 
and a half times a weekly donation.  If you give $20.00 a 
week, then a monthly withdrawal would be $90.00.  The 
reason for this is that each month has four and a half weeks 
more or less.  If a month only had four weeks there would be 
48 weeks in a year.  
 What if I change my mind about the amount I give 
or I move? There will be an easily accessible form at the back 
of the church.  These forms will allow you to alter your 
donations or discontinue being a pre-authorized giver. 
 What about all of the second collections?  You will 
be mailed a small packet of envelopes for other second 
collections.  Pre Authorized giving will cover regular and 
maintenance collections.
